I do not see the drawings for the bridge safety fence on
T200411901.01 in the plans or specifications. It could be we have
overlooked it. I do see the drawings for the wood picket fence and
have no questions on those specifications.

The proposed bridge safety fence is shown on sheet 58 and referenced
in note #4 on sheet 58. As noted, the bridge safety fence shall be
placed in compliance with DelDOT Standard Construction Detail M-
10(2014), Bridge Safety Fence, Type 1.

Note 14 on sheet 4 states all excess milled material will be delivered
to the canal district maintenance yard, the cost of which is incidental
to item 760003. Where is this maintenance yard located and will the
contractor be responsible for pushing the millings up into a pile at the
maintenance yard?

The Canal District Maintenance yard is located at 250 Bear-
Christiana Road, Bear, DE 19701. The contractor will be only be
responsible for dumping the millings at the specified location at the
maintenance yard, not for pushing or relocating the millings once
they are dumped.
