This is a pre-bid neeting that's
for Contract No. T201307101. 01. This is Bridge
1-567A on North 501 Hay Road over Shell pot
Creek, Gty of WI m ngton.

I have ny sign-in sheet going
around. Like | stated earlier, please fill
t hat out. Wite as neat as you can. Any
qguestions that you guys think of after the
meeti ng, just send themto our DOT- ASK Wb
addr ess. If you don't have it, | have copies
up here for you. Just grab one on your way
out .

Before | hand it over to the
proj ect nanager, | just want to go over a few
t hi ngs regardi ng contracts. First, the drug
pr ogram Everyone i s aware of that. Does
anybody have any questions on that? | assune
we're all good.

W had one additional -- well,
not additional, but a bidders note. Just as a

remi nder, it's bidders note nunber 11 whi ch
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states, "Contractor nmust add Cal pi ne

Md-Atl antic Generation, LLC and The Chenours

Conpany as additional insured.” " m sure you
guys all saw that. " mjust rem ndi ng
ever ybody.

Regardi ng our bid fornms, | ask

that you don't | eave any of the bid anobunts

bl ank, as well as don't put a zero. Put a
nunber other than zero in all col umms. And as
a rem nder, all of our figures nmust be
typewitten. So pl ease use the EBS fil e that
you guys have that's on the di sk that you
requested, and that way it's guaranteed to be
all typed out.

Al so, the drug affidavit that's
with the proposal, please nake sure that's
filled out properly, notarized, and submtted
wth your bid. As a rem nder on our
certification page, to fill that top out
correctly. The bottom portion of that page
i ncl udes our DBE i nformati on and DBE goal . The
second page, not to forget that the bidder nust
acknow edge the receipt of all addenduns, if

t here's any addenduns. And you nust insert the
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date of the official -- or the final questions
and answers on the Web site.

Last shoul d be the bid bond.
Just neake sure you fill that out conpletely,
and submt all these wth your bids. I know I
go over it at every neeting, but | have to go
over it because we still end up on occasi on
wth people not submtting all the forns. So
just as a rem nder.

That's all | pretty nmuch have for
this project. So at this tine | would like to
turn it over to the project manager.

MR, Rl CHTER Steve Richter with
Del DOT, bridge design, project nanager. Next
to ne is M ke Angel o. He' s our M Cor m ck
Tayl or assigned consultant on this project.

And we al so had sone work with Del aware Solid
Waste, and they're at the table, and their
consultant Sean is with -- what's the nane of
your conpany?

MR, SWEENY: Barton & Logui di ce.

MR Rl CHTER Ckay. That's for
the gas line that's being relocated as part of

this project for Delaware Solid Waste actually
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W're doing this project as a
partnership with the Cty of WI m ngton under
an agreenent. The Gty of WImngton owns this
bri dge, and we're designing it and constructi ng
it for them It's a reinbursabl e. They're
financing the project for the nost part.

W wanted to have this pre-bid
nmeeti ng because we do have the hazardous waste
cont ai nnent plan specification in the project,
and that's just because of the area that it's
i n. There i s a hazardous waste di sposal site
t here, the Chenours | ocati on. And we' ve
assured DNREC that there won't be any earth
di sturbing activity on that | ocation, on their
property within the fence. There i s sone work
with the entrances adjacent at all four
corners, and I'lIl let Mke tal k about the scope
of work in nore detail

MR, ANGELO I'"'m M ke Angel o,
McCor m ck Tayl or.

W' re the design consultant on
t he project under contract with the Departnent.

The scope of work is to repl ace
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the existing Bridge 1-567A on Hay Road. The
existing bridge is a nultiple span concrete
beam bri dge supported on tinber piles.

Adj acent to it is an Acrow bridge, an old Acrow
bridge which is no | onger functional. Bot h
bridges wll be renoved; piles wll be cut off
one foot bel ow grade.

The one area of concern that we
had when designing this is, there is an
electric line that crosses the road, crosses
Hay Road just north of the bridge. That |ine
has to stay in service. It feeds Cal pi ne. It
feeds themwith their electricity to keep them
up and runni ng.

The ot her concerns that we have
is that access has to be maintai ned at Cal pi ne.
Cal pine is the nmain entrance. Again, it's just
north of the existing bridge. Their truck
deliveries and their staff go in and out of
t here. Even in the contract, in the specs,
there are sone notes and sone information, sone
contact information in there from Cal pi ne that
you can contact when you need to do work around

that entrance or when we're shifting phases.
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The new bridge wll be supported
on prestressed concrete piles. It will have a
concrete stub abutnment, and the superstructure
w ||l be adjacent prestressed box beans wth a
concrete deck overtop of that.

Anyt hi ng el se?

MR, Rl CHTER No. We don't have
any fisheries restrictions as we soneti nes
normal | y do. So that wll give you full access
for the cofferdans that are shown in the
sequence of constructi on.

Do you want to tal k about
hazar dous waste containnent a little bit?

MS5. PETERS: Yes. My nane is Ml
Peters with Del DOT Hazmat .

Because there's an environnent al
covenant requirenent that DNREC i s i n agreenent
with the Chenoburs property, any work that's
done near that area, they need to be contacted
bef ore excavati on begi ns. They want to be
on-site. Those notes are on the plans to
contact either nyself -- | think the nane of
t he DNREC personnel is actually in the plan

not es too.
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But in essence what it is is, we
don't want to violate that agreenent, and
because of the scope of work, it's m ninal
i npact to that. They just want to be on-site
to make sure and observe, as well as Del DOT' s
environnental representative wll be on-site
too during any of the work.

Spec 202560, Del DOT spec is just
the contam nated materi als and what you have to
do if you' re not famliar wth that spec.

We've run into the creosote tinbers that are
bei ng renoved fromthe bridge. They need to be
stockpiled on eight mllineter plastic and

covered each day, as well as any soil renoved

wll have to be put on eight mlIl plastic and
covered each day until it's tested to nake sure
that it's clean fill. So that's really the

scope of the hazmat requirenent.

It's really just making sure the
right people are notified before the work
starts so they can do what they need to do and
gi ve the okay to nove forward.

MR, Rl CHTER The State's

contractor will have sone i nvol venent ?
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MS. PETERS: Yes. The
i nvol venment fromthe contractor would be to --
as part of the 202560 spec is to stockpile the
material on the eight mll plastic covered each
night, and then at the tinme if any contam nated
nmateri als need to be renoved, they need to | oad
it into a subcontractor provided by the
Departnent to be shi pped away. They' re not
responsi bl e for anything but stockpiling it,
covering it, and then we do the testing and
hauling to the approved facility. So that's
the nost they'll handle it.

So that's all included in their
excavation cost. There's no additional cost
for separating the contam nated nateri al . It's
all in the lump sum of the excavati on cost, and
that's detailed in the spec 202560.

MR. Rl CHTER: There wll be the
two Del aware Solid Waste gas |i nes. Can you
expand on the scope of work there?

MR, SWEENY: My nane i s Sean
Sweeny with Barton & Logui di ce Engi neers.

As you probably know, there are

two HDPE | andfill gas pipes on the existing
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bri dge. Wien you renove the existing bridge,

t hose are going to be replaced and hung on --
new sections wll be hung on the bridge.
There's about 270 feet of 12-inch, and about
390 feet of six-inch HDPE pipe. They' Il be in
steel casing wth pipe hangers to hang on the
bri dge. There wll be tracer wire and a test
station for testing of the facility | ocating
it.

Just sone general -- | nean, the
requirenents are in the specifications, but
just sone general testing and final acceptance
requi renents. You will be required to show
conductance fromall three of the test stations
t hrough the tracer wire, and you wll al so have
air testing of segnents of the HDPE pi pe that
you're installing, and then a final air test,
acceptance test, which is an ei ght-hour test
for final acceptance of both pipes.

There's a section -- because
t hese pi pes could be used as transm ssion for
landfill gas in the future, we have to neet the
U.S. DOT and PHVBA, and then al so Del aware PSC

requirenents for the installers, the wel ders.
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So generally, you'll see it in
t he specifications, but everyone has to have a
drug and al cohol testing program Your wel ders
have to have three years of experi ence;
certifications for both wel di ng and
construction for installation of these pipes.

And then there's requirenents
for -- the fusion equi pnent has to have been
certified wwthin two years, and your air test
gauge for the final acceptance test needs to
have been certified wthin 90 days prior to the
test. So that's the general requirenents of
the landfill gas pipeline repl acenent.

MS. BURKHARDT: The only ot her
thing that | mght add is just so that you
know, the pipelines have been used to transmt
landfill gas in the past, but they're not
currently in use. So there should not be any
issues with landfill gas being in the pipes,
just so everyone knows.

MR, SWEENY: Wth all typical gas
pi peli nes, though, |I'm sure you guys are aware
if you're working with gas, you shoul d have

conbustible air neters, conbustible gas neters
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for that work, just to be sure.

MR ANGELO M ke Angelo with
McCor m ck Tayl or.

| want to add one nore note, that
access has to be nmamintained to the Chenours
site and the city site which are just south of
t he bri dge. There are contact nanes in there
and information for when we're doing tie-in
work in that area, and there are cl osures that
can occur at that tine.

MR, Rl CHTER WAas t here one
utility that potentially exists out there that
wasn't clai mred? Was that ever resolved?

M5, KUKULI CH: Debbi e Kukul i ch
from Del DOT Utilities.

We found in our designation of
facilities or utilities that there's an unknown
cabl e out there. | contacted everybody we can
t hi nk of, including DuPont, Chenours, Cal pine.
We've contacted Mss Utility and we have no
idea who it i1s.

So if it gets nmarked out through
Mss Uility, hopefully you'll see an i nspector

out there, but we have no i dea who owns it.
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MR. ANGELO I know mar ked on the
plans in the vicinity is Station 32 through 35
to the right of baseline.

MR, Rl CHTER | think that's all
we really had. We can take sone questi ons.

MR. KOVACS: Does anyone out
t here have any questi ons?

MR, ERONY: Pet er Erony, Munford
& Mller.

It looks |like there's two
qguar anti ne periods, one for each abutnent, 45
days each for a total of 90. Qut of the 247
cal endar days that's in the contract, that's a
fair anount of tine. Can tine charges be
suspended for that or sone nore tine added? It
doesn't look like there will be nmuch ability to
do work during the quarantine peri od. Maybe
t hat can get | ooked at.

MR, Rl CHTER We can | ook at it.

MR, ERONY: And for item 619502,
Test Pile Restrike, on the EBS disk, it's not a
fixed price, but in the special provisions it
I S.

MR KOVACS: What was t he nane?
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MR, ERONY: Test Pile Restrike,
619502.

MR KOVACS: Ckay. "1l | ook at
that and put it in the questions and answers.

Does anyone have any ot her
qguesti ons?

MR, Rl CHTER As far as the
quar anti ne period, you probably wll be
accessing fromone side of the bridge first. I
bel i eve our sequence of constructi on have been
accessed fromthe north side or start fromthe
north side. But, you know, that is the
suggest ed sequence of constructi on. It could
be al tered.

Assum ng you are starting from
one side and working fromthat side for the
nost part, wouldn't the surcharge | oad be
pl aced on the -- | guess on both si des al nost
simul taneously? So really it would only be
about a 45-day wait.

MR. ERONY: I haven't gone super
into it. I was just going fromthe sequence of
construction and it junped out at ne.

So you're saying we could
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surcharge the opposite abutnent while you work
on -- while you put the cofferdam around the
ot her one.

MR ANGELO Yes.

MR, ERONY: Ckay. That bei ng the
case, it would only be 45 days, so that can
hel p.

MR KOVACS: Does anybody have
anyt hi ng el se?

MR. ERONY: Take a | ook at the
sequence of constructi on. It m ght not read
t hat way. l"mreading it real quick.

MR KOVACS: Does anybody have
anyt hi ng el se?

Al right. I f nobody has any
ot her questions, just as a rem nder, if you
don't have our enmil address, | have it up here
for any questions that you'll think of once you
| eave the room " m sure soneone w |l have
sone questi ons. And everyone signed in;
correct?

I f nobody el se has anyt hi ng el se,
the neeting is adjourned.
